* The Public Health Society is an undergraduate student organization that provides students with opportunities to participate in service activities.

 Once approved, there is a one-time initiation fee of $50 for joining the honorary. This initiation fee includes the first year’s dues. After your initiation, you may elect, on an annual basis, whether or not to continue your membership. Beginning in the second year, dues are $50/year (or $150 for 3 years) for students and $75/year (or $150 for 3 years) for professionals.  Each member, upon initiation, receives a certificate of membership and the official pin of the honorary.  Graduating undergraduate students are awarded honor cords to wear during their graduation ceremony.  In addition, membership includes a subscription to The Health Educator and The Health Education Monograph and annual awards are presented by the national office.
